 Thank you very much for your email of 5 April 2004.  We are appreciative

 of your valuable work and find your data very interesting.  I apologise

 for the delay in replying due to a busy schedule of duty travel over the

 past few months.

 With respect to becoming part of the CINDI network, there are certain

 procedures that must be undertaken:

 1.   We require a letter from your Ministry of Health to Dr Marc Danzon,

 Regional Director, WHO Regional Office for Europe, requesting to join the

 CINDI network.

 2.   A CINDI demonstration area needs to be established.

3.   The Ministry of Health should support a team to run the programme.

 4.   A basic CINDI document to be prepared including the national CINDI

 protocol.

 5.   The CINDI Management Committee then appoints a team to visit and

 assess the preparedness of a country to join CINDI.  After the visit, the

 committee reports to the Council of CINDI Programme Directors.  If they

 agree with the proposal and if an agreement on collaboration between the

 Ministry of Health of the country and this office is agreed, the country

 then joins the network.

 In reference to attendance at the CINDI Programme Directors meeting in

 2004, unfortunately only members of the CINDI network are invited to

 participate in the annual meeting.

 I thank you again for your efforts and trust that CINDI will be established in 
 your country.
